There are no such things as economies only economic geographies. This talk will explore the (im)possibilities of urban and
regional development —and more generally of ‘alternative’ economic geographies - within the territorial and relational,

material and social relations of economic geographies shaped by capitalist relations of value and articulated through financial
markets.

Roger Lee is Professor Emeritus of Geography at Queen Mary University of London. An economic
geographer, Roger has been interested in the social construction of economies as relations of value
which reflect the social and political circumstances in which they are created and sustained.

He is a former editor of Transactions of the Institute of British Geographers and of Progress in Human
Geography and an Academician of the Academy of Social Sciences.
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
